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Production is an often-overlooked part of English classes. This talk will
discuss how introducing small meaningful productive activities can
improve students understanding of English by taking some of the
emphasis off teaching and placing it on discovery and collaboration.
Simple collaborative tasks can supplement any existing curriculum and
improve student engagement and comprehension.
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In this session we will discuss the challenges we have faced in the past,
and are currently facing, when teaching English. Participants will be
encouraged to share effective activities and material that they use when
teaching. The session will also focus on the challenges that English
teachers may face in the future and it will address how we can adapt our
teaching to provide the best possible lessons for our students. This will
be a practical session and participants will be encouraged to share their
experiences based on their teaching careers.
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Nowadays in Japan, English teachers are expected to go beyond simply
teaching language to cultivate global competence in students. Yet,
precise parameters and pedagogies for global competence-oriented EFL
education are often unclear. In this session we will explore what students
in Japan need in order to be deemed “globally competent,” how that
relates to EFL education, and what pedagogical approaches may
facilitate global competence development.
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Digital technologies are unarguably a part of our 21st-century existence.
This presentation will discuss how technology and the English Internet
can be exploited to improve the learning experience through both
practical and theoretical viewpoints. This talk will cover topics that
should be of interest to both tech novices and advanced users.
