In each 90 minute OC-III/Nclass, 45 minutes will be spent in the language laboratory
with the emphasis on various aspects of listening comprehension, note—-taking, and
pronunciation using commercially prepared listening and video courses as well as actual
television baoadcasts. Tests, homework, and attendance in the LL are combined with
resu2-1lts in OC-II/V to determine the course grade.

&2 Stugents’ participation and preparation are evaluated informally in every class. Regular
language laboratory tests and listening tests are given throughout the year. Individual
instructors give tests based upon their texts, handouts and activities. Students are given
grades based upon the amount of work done and steady progress made. They are also
asked to make self-evaluations and to give feedback on the course to the teachers.
Homework and preparation are required for most classes and students can expect to
spend about three hours outside of class for homework per week.
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[ExRT) The aim of this course is to review and reinforce the diverse writing strategies
acquired in Writing 1&II, and to introduce learners to the techniques and language
forms common to major types of essay writing at university level, as well as to
encourage them to attain a level of proficiency that will encourage coherent and elegant
expression in academic and creative writing.

The writing component of Writing &N will introduce students to the basic
techniques required for extended academic writing in a variety of expository styles. In
addition to inductive and deductive writing, other aspects of composition including
punctuation and the mechanics of writing will be reviewed, and regular intensive and
extensive writing assignments will be given. All assignments turned in must be printed.
A more detailed course description will be distributed in the first class of the semester,
as will a booklist of the recommended texts

Final grades will be based on a continuous assessment of a student’ s work and effort
in class, as well as as the grades given for various assignments dnring the year.

The Family in Social Context
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America from the New Deal to the Vietnam War (1)

The New Deal under the Franklin D.Roosevelt Administrations, 1933 to 1945,
produced semi-revolutionary changes in American politics, society, economy and foreign
policy. This seminar begins by examining the American mood in 1933 when Roosevelt
first took power and what steps the New Deal tock to confront the worst depression in
American history. We will examine why F.D.Roosevelt was one of the most loved and
most hated Presidents in American history. From this domestic background we will

examine foreign affairs that led to the outbreak of World War II.

America from Pearl Harbor to the Atomic Bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki and
the Occupation of Japan. [II])

From our first semester’ s background we will take up two controversial issues that
occurred during the Asian-Pacific War :the meaning of Pearl Harbor to Americans and
the controversial issues surrounding the use and subsequent reaction of Americans to
the atomic bombings at Hiroshima and Nagasaki. We will explore such issues as: could
the war have been avoided, why the Pearl Harbor attack was such a surprise (but why
it should not have been), the reasons why the attack was so devastating, why Pearl
Harbor united Americans’ previously divided opinion, and how Pearl Hatbor affects
American-Japanese relations. In regard to the atomic bombs we will examine the
background for their making, the political issues involved in using them, the moral
issues involved in conventional and atomic bombing, the debate over whether the
atomic bombs were necessary, the thinking of Americans then and now regarding their

usage. Finally, we will look at the ideas that Americans brought with them for the
Allied QOccunation of Janan. Some attention will be paid to how the American

We will focus on controversial
issues such as: the causes of the War, whether the war could have been avoided,
whether the Asian War was really a war of liberation for Japan’'s Asian brothers, and
what meaning the Pearl Harbor attack and the atomic bombings of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki have in American history and on American-Japanese relations. We will
examine whether the atomic bombings were necessary.

Our attention in the last part of the course will focus on American policy planning
and execution of its occupation of Japan from 1945 through 1952.

American attitudes toward Japan; factors explaining good relations between Japan and
the U.S. before 1905 and deterioration of relationship thereafter; the impact of World
War I on Chinese—Japanese—American relations.

&2 During the second semester this course covers the period immediately following World
War I to the present through a combination of lecture and student reports. The
following topics will be discussed to cover the period 1919—1945; the impact of the
Paris Peace Conference and the Washington and London Naval Disarmament Conferences;
the meaning of the Hawley—Smoot Tariff and the World Depression for foreign policy
and the Manchurian Incident; the causes of Japan's expansion in the 1930s, the
question of inevitability of the Pacific War, and the factors which were most decisive in
Japan’ s surrender.
For the period 1945 through 1995 discussion will focus on the importance of the
American Occupation to postwar Japanese foreign policy and security; the overriding
goals of Japanese foreign policy, causes of friction among the three powers, the
increasing role of Japan in the Asia—Pacific Region, and security issues which figure
prominently in the minds of Japanese, Americans, and Southeast Asians.
