* In addition to the explanation of the database, CiNii/EBSCOhost will involve practice carrying out
searches and searching for materials held in the library.

* Nikkei Telecom21/Westlaw Japan will carry out the database explanation as well as overseeing the
practice carrying out searches.

(Note): The 60-minute course on YOMIDAS will include an explanation of the Asahi Shimbun
cross search and a practice search. However, because there is limit on the number of days on
which the Asahi Shimbun cross search lecture ID number can be used, there may be occasions
when we cannot provide this service.
