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Student Preparation: Students installed the DingTalk app and joined the
organisation and their assigned team. Students became familiar with the
procedure and evaluation of the COIL exchange.
Week 1: Students created self-introduction videos and shared them with
their DingTalk group. They exchanged text messages via the app to
comment, ask questions, establish the time and date for their first video
meeting, and decide the topic for their first meeting.

KRAE Weeks 2-4: Students held weekly synchronous group meetings via the
DingTalk app at times and dates previously decided amongst themselves.
Students participated in reflection activities in class and wrote a personal
reflection after each group meeting.
Week 5: Students completed an in-class debrief and a final reflection.
Post-COIL: Faculty debriefings were held at each university and between
coordinators.
The COIL was worth 10% of the students’ Q4 grade. Students were graded
based on their participation in the weekly discussions and their completion
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
